 Salvia Divinorum 

Juniper is a nut aware 

school.  Please ensure 

that your child(ren) 

are bringing lunches 

and snacks that do 

not have nuts to keep 

our students safe.

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We have learned that there is a 

new uncontrolled substance 

available in town called Salvia 

Divinorum. Because this 

drug is an uncontrolled sub-

stance, vendors are able to sell 

it legally in stores. Parents and 

guardians should be aware of 

the following information: 

 

Sources: 

Salvia originated in Mexico, 

but can be grown in any hu-

mid, semitropical climate, or 

indoors. Sometimes it is for 

sale on the internet or in 

stores. 

 

Background: 

Salvia is a herb that looks like 

sage. It is sold legally in Can-

ada. Traditionally, the herb 

has been used in traditional 

healing ceremonies and to 

induce visions. There is no 

accepted medical use for Sal-

via. 

 

Description: 

Salvinorin A is the active ingre-

dient in Salvia. This ingredient 

produces hallucinogenic ef-

fects within 5-10 minutes of 

ingesting the substance. The 

effects last between 10minutes 

to 1 hour, depending on how 

it is consumed. 

 

Consumption: 

Users of Salvia chew the 

leaves of the plant and retain 

the juices in the mouth. These 

juices are absorbed into the 

body. Salvinorin A can also be 

vapourized and inhaled.  

Sometimes the leaves are dried 

and smoked or drank in tea. 

 

Nicknames: 

Salvia Divinorum is also known 

as “Diviner’s Sage,” “Magic 

Mint,” “Mexican Mint,” “Sally-

D,” “Ecstasy Smoke,” and “Ska 

Pastora”. 

 

Packaging: 

Salvia is usually sold as loose 

leaves or plant cuttings. It is 

also sold as an extract consist-

ing of ground salvia leaves.  

 

Price: 

Two grams of dried salvia 

leaves sell for approximately $8. 

The extract, which is stronger, 

sells for about $25. 

 

Effects: 

After ingesting Salvia, individu-

als may experience a combina-

tion of the following: 

Incapacitation 

Disoriented in space and 

time 

Loss of critical judgment 

Loss of body and/or iden-

tity 

Uncontrollable, hysterical 

laughter 

Overlapping realities 

Become objects 

Revisit places from the past 

Visions of people, objects, 

or places 

Unconsciousness 

Short-term memory loss 

Anxiety 

 

 

 

The long term effects of Salvia 

are currently unknown. Some 

users have indicated that long 

term effects may include: 

Depression 

Schizophrenia 

Flashbacks 

 

We hope that this information 

helps parents and guardians 

keep their children safe over the 

summer vacation.
