Moore, Rory Croucher- 

McCarthy, Jenna LeBlanc,  



 Improving Behavior in Our School  

Juniper is a nut aware 

school.  Please ensure 

that your child(ren) 

are bringing lunches 

and snacks that do 

not have nuts to keep 

our students safe.

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Our staff has been working on 

developing a plan for improv-

ing student behavior in the 

school. We have identified 5 

general rules that we will con-

sistently use in the building to 

guide student behavior. We’d 

like to share them: 

 

1) BE RESPECTFUL TO 

EVERYONE 

Be compliant and obey all 

school rules. 

Stop classroom disruptions 

Stop when asked 

Be kind and helpful 

Say positive things about 

others 

Leave other people’s be-

longings alone 

Be a good example and 

encourage others 

Listen to each other 

Be honest 

Take turns 

Walk in the halls 

Quiet and orderly transi-

tions between classes 

Be prepared for class 

Use indoor voices 

Take hats off in class and 

keep them off until leaving 

the building 

Save food and drinks for 

breaks 

Put all electronics away 

safely during school hours. 

 

2) KEEP CONTROL OF 

YOUR HANDS AND 

FEET 

Be gentle 

Play safe 

School grounds are for 

appropriate activities, like 

playing and visiting friends. 

Keep all bodily fluids to 

yourself 

Keep snow on the ground 

 

3) USE APPROPRIATE 

LANGUAGE 

Say positive things about 

others 

Stop classroom disruptions 

Be honest 

Use indoor voices 

Listen to each other 

Make eye-contact when 

someone is speaking to you 

 

4) RESPECT SCHOOL 

PROPERTY 

Stay outside until the bell 

rings 

School grounds are for 

appropriate activities like 

playing and visiting with 

friends 

Take shoes off on the mats 

Leave the school once you 

have been dismissed 

Exit through appropriate 

doors 

Stay out of the parking lot 

Use you assigned bathroom 

Keep your bathrooms 

clean and report any van-

dalism  

Be creative in art class on 

appropriate material like 

paper, not on school prop-

erty 

Save food and drinks for 

breaks 

Ask to use someone else’s 

supplies, including your 

teacher’s 

Use the garbage cans and 

recycling bins appropriately 

 

 

5) LISTEN TO ALL 

ADULTS 

Be compliant and obey all 

school rules 

Stop when asked 

Be prepared for class 

Complete assignments 

Be a good example and 

encourage others 

Put all electronics away 

safely during school hours 

 

By identifying and teaching 

consistent rules, we hope to 

increase desirable behavior in 

our building. These rules will be 

posted in every classroom and 

space used by students, includ-

ing the hallways. Our home-

room teachers will teach stu-

dents the rules and expecta-

tions, as well as provide appro-

priate consequences when ex-

pectations are not met. We 

hope that this is a step toward 

making our building a safe and 

welcoming environment for all 

our students!
